Class 18
Historics. Historic cars up to 1981  as per Appendix 29 Articles 17-21.  Historics will compete on the first six stages of the event. 

Class 20
Four Wheel Drive (4WD) Cars. 4WD (forced induction or normally aspirated) cars modified to an extent not permitted for homologated versions; non homologated 4WD production cars; and cars authorised for use at the discretion of Motorsport Ireland under Appendix 29, Category 2. See Note 16.
