Supplementary Regulations

Information
·  The Carlton Shearwater Hotel Galway Summer Rally in association with Ballinasloe Town is promoted and organised by County Galway Motor Club Ltd.

· The Rally is a counting round of the 2013 Dunlop National Rally Championship, the Top Part West Coast Rally Championship and the also the County Galway Motor Club Members Championship.  The Event will also feature the GRP4 Fabrications “King of the MK2” Galway Summer 2013.

· The event will take place over 253.5km of which 126.3km will be special stages.

· Rally Headquarters will be based in the Carlton Shearwater Hotel, Ballinasloe, Co Galway.  
· These regulations have been submitted and approved by Motorsport Ireland, and the necessary permit for the holding of the competition has been granted.

Rules and Regulations
The competition will be held under the International Sporting Code of the FIA, the General Competition

Rules of Motorsport Ireland, Standard regulations for all Stage Rallies AND these Supplementary Regulations including appendices “25”, “29” and “31” of the 2013 Motorsport Ireland Year Book.  All competitors who forward completed Entry Forms agree to be bound by these rules.

Supplementary Regulations

(a) The Supplementary Regulations for the Rally are stated by the Motorsport Ireland Regulations and Definitions 2013 Year Book.  Copies of the book can be obtained from Motorsport Ireland, Competition Department, 34 Dawson Street, Dublin 2.

(b) Final Instructions will form an integral part of the Supplementary Regulations.

Entries

(a) Entries will open on publication of these Supplementary Regulations and will close at 23.59hrs on 19th August 2013.

(b) All Entries should be made online (http://www.shannonsportsit.ie/evo)

(c) The indemenity must then be printed, signed and posted, together with cheque / postal order / money order payable to County Galway Motor Club Ltd.

(e) Failure to print and post the indemnity and payment will result in an invalid entry.  Any person that is unable to complete an online entry can contact the Entries secretary on 087 9444110 or email entries@galwaymotorclub.ie

(f) Entry fee includes:

1. Personal accident insurance

(g) Cheques may be post dated to the 19th August 2013

(h) Withdrawals:

1. All withdrawal of entries must be in writing

2. Entries withdrawn before 19th August 2013 will have their full entry fee refunded.

3. Entries withdrawn after 19th August 2013 may have an administration fee deducted.

4. Failure to withdraw an entry in the correct manner – ie by contacting the entries secretary in writing, may result in the loss of the full entry fee.

(i) The Club reserves the right to refuse an entry without assigning a reason.

(j) Priority will be given to:

1. As per Article 7, Appendix 31, Motorsport Ireland Yearbook 2013

2. Fifteen entries at the Organisers discretion

3. Top three in the West Coast Championship

4. Drivers who have finished between 2nd and 6th in the Billy Coleman Award 2012

5. GMC Members Championship

Reconaissance

(a) Pace note making will be allowed on the event, and competitors will be allowed to make notes on Saturday 31st August 2013 between the hours of 08.30hrs and 17.00hrs

(b) Competitors making Pace Notes are obliged to register at the Carlton Shearwater Hotel, Ballinasloe, Co Galway, between the hours of 08.00hrs and 12.00hrs on Saturday 31st August 2013.

(c) Competition licences for both Driver and Navigator AND Driver IRDS/BRDS must be handed in at Reconnaissance registration.  These will be returned at Documentation Scrutiny.

(d) Recce stickers must be displayed on the top corner of the reconnaissance car windscreen. 

Pace note providers: 

Pace notes will be available for sale by third parties. The club has no involvement in their preparation and accepts no responsibility or liability for their accuracy or otherwise. 

Restrictions: 

(a) Your attention is drawn to Appendix 29, article 4 of the 2013 Motorsport Ireland Yearbook.
(b) The Maximum Speed allowed on a stage during the reconnaissance is 60kph unless a lower limit is indicated by a traffic sign or a written instruction issued by the organisers. 

(c) Traversing the stage in the wrong direction is expressly forbidden. 

(d) No commercial vans (e.g. Vito / Transit) are allowed to be used as reconnaissance vehicles. 

(e) The special stages will be open to normal traffic therefore the safety and rights of other road users must be respected and due care must be shown to other traffic. 

(f)  The organisers will monitor the behaviour of competitors on the reconnaissance route. 

(g) Only one crew is permitted per car i.e. two people per car. 

(h)  If competitors are not sure of being clear of a stage by 17.00 they should not start the stage. 

Penalties: 

(a) As per Appendix 29, Article 4 of the 2013 Motorsport Ireland Yearbook. 

(b) Reports of breaches of above regulations will be submitted to Motorsport Ireland who may convene a tribunal of inquiry. 

Scrutiny

(a) Mechanical Scrutiny:

1. Mechanical Scrutiny will take place at the rear of the Carlton Shearwater Hotel, Ballinasloe, between 14.00hrs and 20.00hrs on Saturday 31st August.

2. All Competitors are required to have their decals on the car and have the first section of the Mechanical Scrutiny form completed before they present their car for scrutineering.
3. Forms and decals will be available at Mechanical Scrutiny.

4. Logbooks are required for all cars. 

5. ALL CARS must be presented at Parc Ferme within 30 minutes of completing Mechanical Scrutineering. 

6.  Driving of competing cars off the specified route to / from Scrutineering may lead to exclusion.

(b) Documentation Scrutiny

1. Documentation Scrutiny will take place in the Carlton Shearwater Hotel, Ballinasloe, between 14.30hrs and 20.30hrs on Saturday 31st August.

2. All Competitors are requested to attend Documentation Scrutiny IMMEDIATELY after completing Mechanical Scrutiny.
Servicing
(a) There will be a designated fixed Service Area. 

(b) Outside of the Service Area, Support / Service is expressly forbidden (Article 11.5, Appendix 29 2013 Motorsport Ireland Yearbook). 

(c) Judges of Fact will monitor the Service Area. 

(d) Ground sheets must be utilized by all crews. (Minimum 3m x 5m)

(e) Waste bins will be provided in the Service Area and all crews are requested to place all rubbish in the bins. 

(f) Competitors are requested to remove all oil / fluids and tyres from the Service Area.

Judges of Fact

(a) Judges of Fact will patrol the Road Sections and the Service Area. 

(b) Among the “facts” they will be judging are competitor driving on road sections open to the public and Servicing / Support outside the designated Service Area. 

(c) The decision of a Judge of Fact will be final. 

(d) List of Judges of Fact will be advised in final instructions and will be posted on the official notice board.

Classes

(a) Each Class will have a minimum of 5 entries, provided sufficient entries have been received. 

(b) Classes (as per Appendix 29 Section 1, 2013 Motorsport Ireland Yearbook): 

Class 1 Group N Up to 1400cc 

Class 2 Group N 1401cc to 1600cc 

Class 3 Group N 1601cc to 2000cc 

Class 4 Group N Over 2000cc 

Class 5 Group A Up to 1400cc 

Class 6 Group A 1401cc to 1600cc 

Class 7 Group A 1601c.c. to 2000cc 

Class 8 Group A Over 2000cc 

Class 9 Modified Cars Up to 1450cc 2 wheel drive. 

Class 10 Modified Cars 1451cc to 1650cc Not more than 2 valves per cylinder, 2 wheel drive. 

Class 11F Modified Cars 1451cc – 1650cc More than 2 valves per cylinder, 2 front wheel drive. 

Class 11R Modified Cars 1451cc – 1650cc More than 2 valves per cylinder, 2 rear wheel drive. 

Class 12 Modified Cars 1651cc – 2100cc Not more than 2 valves per cylinder, 2 wheel drive. 

Class 13 Modified Cars 1651cc – 2100cc More than 2 valves per cylinder, 2 wheel drive. 

Class 14 Modified Cars 2101cc to 3500cc 2 wheel drive. 

Class 15 4 Wheel Drive cars Cars whose homologation has expired, 

Class 16 Junior Class Up to 1650cc Cars up to 1650cc where the driver is under 26 Years of age on the 1st January 2013.

Class 18 Historic Cars Categories 1, 2, & 3 as per Articles 18.3, 18.4, 18.5 & 19, Appendix 29 Motorsport Ireland Yearbook 2013. 

Class 20 Four Wheel Drive (4WD) Cars 4WD (forced induction or normally aspirated) cars modified to an extent not permitted for homologated versions; non homologated 4WD production cars; and cars authorised for use at the discretion of Motorsport Ireland under Appendix 29, Category 2.
