Final Instruction 1 
Dear Competitor, 

Thank you for your entry for the Ravens Rock Rally 2016, 

Your Seeded number can be found on WWW.carrickonsuirmotorclub.com  

Please ensure you have entered in the correct class. 

 

1:  Waterford Viking Marathon: 

The Annual Viking Marathon clashes with our Recce. Sign on time, on Saturday the large car opposite 

Bridge Hotel will be available for parking on Saturday morning, charge is €4.40 for 24 hours. (come & 

go) one side of the bridge and quay will be restricted for the duration of the Marathon which starts at 

9.00 am. This will take approx... 45 mins.  Road restrictions will be in place in and around the city for 

the duration of the marathon, we will issue you with a hand out road (separate from Rally Road Book) 

to get you out of the town, which will commence from the Clock Town, (right hand side of Dooley’s 

Hotel)  

Major traffic restrictions will be in place.   Parking will be available around the Glen and Ballybricken, 

areas, and the Aldi car park, GPS: N52.261674  W07.119478  Please park in these areas, and walk to 

the Rally HQ. 

2: Documentation Scrutiny and Reconnaissance:  

All paper documentation scrutiny, and Recce. Sign on will take place in Dooley’s Hotel, N52⁰ 15.704 

W7⁰ 06.958 The Quay, Waterford.   Sign on for Recce will take place from 9.00 hrs. To 11.30 hrs. On 

Saturday 24th June, and Paper documentation will take place during this time also, and from 14:00 hrs 

to 19:00 hrs. 

Documentation must be completed within those times, no Documentation is available on 

Sunday. 

3: Reconnaissance: 

Your competition Licence will be required and IRDS/NES/BRDS must be in place before 

You will be given authority to Recce the stages. 

Pace notes will be available for sale by third Parties, the Club has no involvement in their preparation, 

and accepts no responsibility or liability for their accuracy or otherwise. 

Two Recce Identification Panels will be supplied – One must be placed on the front and one on the 

rear of the car and they must be clearly visible both on approach and departure.

Speed Limit on Stages must be strictly adhered to.   Penalty of 2 minutes will apply for non-

compliance.  Reconnaissance will end at 1600 hrs a maximum of three passes per stage only 

allowed do not start a stage if you cannot complete it before this time.  

4: Trailer Park:  

Trailer Park will be located in Bilberry come over Rice Bridge and turn right, This Park will open 

from 08:30 hrs on Saturday,    

DO NOT UNLOAD RALLY CARS AT SCRUTINY LOCATION 

The Carrick on Suir Motor Club will accept NO responsibility for Trailers, Barges etc., at any 

time during the event. 

5: Holding compound: 

The club has organised a holding compound for Rally Trailers and barges prior to scrutiny, 

Bilberry, Car can unloaded here, this will be arrowed: 

6: Mechanical Scrutineering:   N52⁰ 16.468   W7⁰ 08.034 

Mechanical Scrutineering will take place at TOM GERAGHTY TYRES, Newrath,  Waterford on 

Saturday 24th June, from 14:00 hrs to 19:00 hrs   Time cards must be collected after 

mechanical Scrutiny at Rally H.Q. Scrutineering will end at 19:00 hrs sharp 

Cars must proceed immediately after scrutiny to Parc Ferme.   This is located on Merchants 

Quay, entrance to Parc Ferme is opposite Dooley’s Hotel, next to Bus Station,  All cars must be 

in Parc Ferme by 20:00 hrs. 

7:  Parc Ferme:  N52⁰ 15.704    W7⁰ 06.958 

Overnight Parc Ferme will be located on Merchant’s Quay, close to the Rally HQ.   Security will 

be provided Saturday night.   Post event Parc Ferme will be located in Merchant’s Quay. 

8:  Service Area:   N52⁰ 14.784   W7⁰ 08.547 

Service Area will be located in WIT Campus, Paddy Brown’s Entrance, one service vehicle per 

competitor allowed to enter with service sticker, Service area will be open from 7.00 am 

Sunday morning.        First Service is before S.S. 1 on Sunday morning. 

All service crews MUST use ground sheets, as this is private property this will be inspected 

during service to ensure ground sheets are in place, please make sure no fluid spillage is this 

area.

10: IRDS/BRDS: 
Please note it is the competitor’s responsibility that their name is on the Motorsport Ireland insurance 

website.  This insurance will apply for Rally Routes only, including Scrutineering Route, as detailed in 

the event Road books. 

11: Drivers Briefing: 

The drivers briefing will take place in Rally HQ, Dooley’s Hotel on Sunday morning at 07:15 hrs 

sharp, it is compulsory for all crews to attend.   Competitor’s names may be called to verify 

attendance. 

12: Juniors: 

Junior’s will compete on the first six stages starting on Stage 1, must leave Parc Ferme behind 

main field in the morning.    

13: Rally 2 (Restart after Retirement) 

Rally 2 will operate here, as per MI Year book, appendix 25, Rally 2 co-ordinator Winnie Sheil
