Final Instructions 1 

5th October 2017 

1. Thank you for your entry for this year’s Equinox Targa Rally. 
2. The MSA permit number is 103563. 
3. We have 8 different test locations with each test running twice. 
4. Rally HQ is at Harrison’s of Greyabbey - 35 Ballybryan Rd, Newtownards BT22 2RB. 
5. Scrutiny and Documentation will open at 7.30am. 
6. Scrutiny will be on the concrete area beside the barn at Harrison's.  

Please follow the Marshal's Instructions for parking after scrutiny. 
7. The trailer park is at the far end of the lower car park.  

Please park the trailers as tight as possible, to save space, as Harrisons can be very busy during the 
day.  

PLEASE DO NOT PARK AT THE FRONT ENTRANCE TO THE MAIN BUILDING. 
8. Documentation will be to the right as you enter the restaurant and will be in the restaurant 

extension.  
Once you’ve Signed On Harrison's staff will show you to your seat for breakfast. 

9. A full buffet breakfast is provided for all competitors including an unlimited supply of tea and 
coffees. A ticket system will be in operation. 

10. Numbers will be supplied by the Organisers and should be displayed on the front and back of the 
vehicle. 

11. On arriving at a test, please ensure that you have your time card ready for presentation to the 
timekeeper, and are ready to go on the Marshal's Instructions.  

12. There are petrol stations on route if needed, but try to ensure that you have sufficient fuel for the 
day. The route is approximately 90 miles. 

13. There is 1 hour for the lunch break back at Harrison’s. Please follow the Marshal's Instructions for 
parking. A "Rally Menu" will be available for lunch at Sign On. Harrisons would appreciate if you 
could let them know what you’d like for lunch. Please pay Harrison’s directly for your lunch. 

14. Please make a big effort to support the Club and stay for the prize giving.  
15. Remember to bring a Spill Kit and a Warning Triangle, as these will be required at Scrutiny. 
16. Please ensure that you have the correct tyres as per Regulations, as there will be checks during the 

day. Incorrect tyres will lead to exclusion. 
17. Competing cars should not have Go Pro or similar cameras recording tests. 
18. The Nook timing system will be in operation, which will countdown from the tablet screen, as 

opposed to a countdown from the timekeepers.
