In our ongoing safety improvement plan and to ensure safety in all areas of our sport we 

now request the following to be in place for all service parks & areas where competition 

vehicles are been serviced. This requirement is mandatory and will be observed by the 

MI Officials.  

 

 No Smoking Signage to be displayed at the entrance point to the service 

park/area 

 Smoking is Forbidden in the Service area 

 Service Barges to be equipped with the following: 

o 1 X  6kg ABC Dry Powder Fire Extinguisher (for each car serviced) 

o 1 X 6 Litre AFFFF(Foam)Fire Extinguisher (for each car serviced) 

 Extinguishers must be placed in a visible area,  and have ease of access too 

 Fire Extinguisher Board to be in place over the extinguishers 

 Hot work is only undertaken by competent persons 

 Service area manager undertakes checks on no smoking policy, signage and 

extinguishers
